DOCTRINAL CORNER

How can we, the parents, help our children prepare for
this Sacrament?

This is a very important question that requires constant
turning to Christ's presence especially in the Sacraments.
Like every child, every family is unique. Parents are
privileged teachers of the faith in the family, and this
profound privilege requires you to ‘walk the talk’. Active
participation at Mass on Sundays is always essential. In
consultation with your parish, these ideas may help if you
do them: being present at your children’s parish preparation
when appropriate; going to Confession regularly, praying for
and with your children and bless them; loving the Church,
the people of God, publicly and privately.
