What do | do if | decide (during or after the preparation) not
to be confirmed?

If you decide that this is not the time for you to celebrate the
Sacrament of Confirmation, you are asked to contact the
coordinator. We will respect your decision, and encourage you
to consider being confirmed when the time is right for you.

Why does the parish need the address of the church where
| was baptized?

After you have been confirmed, we record the details in our
parish Confirmation register. We are also required to send a
notice to the parish in which you were baptized (no matter
where in the world that parish is located) and they, too, enter
your Confirmation in their records. We can only do this when
you provide a complete mailing address for the church.
