A jubilee 
year happens every 25 years or at the request of the Holy 
Father. The Jubilee Year includes many celebrations 
within the city of Rome and also local initiatives in 
dioceses around the world. The theme of the 2025 Jubilee 
will be “Pilgrims of Hope”.  In the words of Pope Francis: 
"We must fan the flame of hope that has been given us, and help 
everyone to gain new strength and certainty by looking to the 
future with an open spirit, a trusting heart and farsighted 
vision."
