 Today we celebrate the great Feast of Pentecost, which concludes the 
Easter Season.  For the Jewish people, Pentecost was a feast of 
thanksgiving that marked the conclusion of the grain harvest; it was 
also a time to commemorate the giving of the law at Sinai. It was 
celebrated 50 days after Passover. For the first Christian believers, 
gathered to celebrate this feast in Jerusalem, the giving of the Holy Spirit 
reinvented Pentecost. It marked a new beginning; God would be present 
among His people not in words carved in stone, but in a whole new way, 
living in their hearts, and speaking through them. Pentecost is often 
called the ‘birth of the Church.’ Just as the old feast was a time to 
celebrate the abundance of God’s gifts by giving back to God the first 
fruits of the field, so the new Pentecost celebrates the incredible 
abundance of God’s giving of the many gifts of the Holy Spirit.  
 Pentecost is not only an event from the past; it is an invitation for 
today. The Spirit asks us to open the closed doors of our hearts—doors 
of fear, resentment, indifference, or hopelessness. When we allow the 
Holy Spirit to enter, He renews us and sends us out to bring light into 
the lives of others. May this Pentecost renew our families, our 
communities, and our Church. And may we pray each day with 
openness and trust: “Come Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful 
and kindle in us the fire of your love.”
